SCHOOL

Park Center High School is one of four senior high schools serving students in ISD 279.  More than 1500 students in grades 10-12 attend Park Center.  Since opening in 1971, Park Center has been a vital, diverse school.   Today, students from over 24 countries of origin, speaking more than 30 native languages, are served in our English Language Learner program.  The student body includes 29.6% Caucasian; 33.4% African-American, 29.9% Asian American, 6.3% Hispanic and 0.7% Native-American students.  Park Center has an attendance rate of over 90% each year, and the school has established a strong academic tradition.  Striving for excellence, Park Center graduates attend colleges across the nation. Park Center is known as a place where the staff truly cares about students.

ACADEMICS

A comprehensive curriculum of over 200 regular and special education courses are available to students. Park Center offers a wide range of course offerings, including general education, career and technical education, on-the-job training, college preparatory, high performance, remedial and advanced placement classes.  We offer 3 Advanced Placement courses, 4 High Performance Courses, 22 IB Diploma Programme courses and IB classes, and 3 ALP courses. Students are able to earn college and high school credit simultaneously through the Post Secondary Enrollment Options program.  

INTERNATIONAL BACCALAUREATE MAGNET SCHOOL
Park Center is an International Baccalaureate (IB) World School.  We offer the IB Diploma Programme to juniors and seniors, with all sophomores participating in the IB Middle Years Programme. The Middle Years Programme is research-based education providing instruction for study at all levels. The Diploma Programme is internationally recognized for its ability to prepare students for university level success.  The Diploma Programme is for more than high potential students. The most important attributes for success in the Diploma Programme are desire, interest, and work ethic. 

The International Baccalaureate curriculum is designed to ensure a cohesive, comprehensive education for students no matter where they live in the world. Students who complete this program are preparing not only for success in college but for success in life. Students gain a broader world view, follow in-depth approaches to the academic disciplines, and develop time management, problem-solving, research, and organizational skills that will remain with them long after the IB experience is over. 

ATHLETICS/ACTIVITIES

In addition to the academic program, Park Center students also have the opportunity to participate in a variety of athletic and activity programs.  Over 32 athletic teams, including adaptive teams for handicapped students, represent Park Center in interscholastic competition.  In addition, more than 20 non-athletic activities and clubs are available for student participation.  Green and gold are the school colors, and the mascot is the Pirate.  "Pirate Pride" is the identifying mark of the students who participate in Park Center's co- and extra-curricular programs.

GRADING SYSTEM

The traditional A, B, C, D, F grading system is used with a 4.0 grade point average (GPA) computed cumulatively on a trimester basis.  "Plus" and "minus" grades equal .3 more or less than the letter grade.  A "P" (Pass) grade does not affect GPA.  A "PA" (Passing with Attendance issues) grade equals 1.67 grade points.  Grades which have no points are NG = no grade, and I = Incomplete.  GPA is determined by dividing the total number of grade points by the number of credits attempted.
